About Hilda Solis  
Hilda L. Solis is a deeply experienced public servant with a legacy of progressive
leadership. Born in Los Angeles to immigrant parents from Nicaragua and Mexico,
Solis grew up in La Puente as one of seven children. She was the first in her family to
attend college, earning her BA in Political Science from Cal Poly Pomona (1979) and
an MPA from USC (1981).

She served on the Rio Hondo Community College Board of Trustees and in the
California State Assembly before becoming the first Latina elected to the California
State Senate. She championed workers’ rights, environmental justice, and helped
pass historic legislation such as efforts to raise the minimum wage and work toward
environmental justice.

Solis served four terms in Congress, focusing on labor rights, environmental
protection, healthcare access, and green jobs. She became known as a “warrior for
working families.” After 8 years in Congress, Solis was appointed by President
Obama as United States Secretary of Labor - the first Latina to serve as a Cabinet
Secretary - where she strengthened workplace safety, wage compliance, and skills
training initiatives.

As Los Angeles County Supervisor for the 1st District, Solis led efforts on protecting
immigrant families, affordable housing, environmental cleanup near Exide, and
Measure A to build more parks and preserve open space. Solis was the first woman
to receive the John F. Kennedy Profile in Courage Award and has been honored with
multiple leadership awards and recognitions including an honorary juris doctor
from UNC‐Chapel Hill in 2023.
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
